


Toshiba continues to dominate European notebook market - one in three notebooks from Toshiba

The Personal Computer Division of Toshiba Europe GmbH (TEG) today announced that in the first quarter of 1998 its European notebook business grew at 32.8%. Nearly one in three notebooks sold in Europe is from Toshiba.�

According to Dataquest, 31.1 percent of all mobile computers sold in Europe throughout the first quarter of 1998 were Toshiba units.  This strengthened Toshiba's unrelenting hold on the number one position. Compaq and IBM followed with 17.0 percent and 9.1 percent respectively. 





Toshiba is the clear leader in the largest European markets. In Germany, UK, France, Benelux and Spain, all the regions in which Toshiba has its own subsidiaries, it has the largest market share. Dataquest reported the largest market share in Spain, where Toshiba holds 45.2 percent of mobile computer sales (in units).





Toshiba is recognised as the leader in portable computing and has been selling mobile computers in Europe for over 12 years.  Since June 1997, Toshiba has also been offering its Equium range of commercial desktops in the UK, Germany, France and Benelux. In March 1998, Toshiba announced the second-generation product offering of Equium commercial desktops, which include a range of manageability and usability features designed to ease the corporate IT cost burden.





Widely acclaimed for overall service and reliability, Toshiba has won numerous industry awards, including the prestigious first place in PC Magazine’s "Service and Reliability" report three times as well as being the Reader’s Choice for three years running in the German PC Welt magazine.
