Toshiba launches Satellite 2800 consumer range of high-performance consumer notebooks
NEUSS, Germany, 15 January 2001 – The new Satellite 2800 family of consumer multimedia notebooks launched today by Toshiba Europe combine the latest in DVD and multimedia technology with aggressive pricing. 

The two Satellite 2800 models will replace the existing Satellite 2800-100 and 2770DVD notebooks, and arrive with a host of innovative features for which Toshiba has become renowned.  Equipped with state-of-the-art DVD-ROM drives, faster processors, V.90 international 56 Kbps data/fax modems and large TFT displays, the Satellite 2800 series is designed for a wide range of consumers who are looking for a high performance multimedia machine they can afford. 

“The consumer market is one of the fastest growing markets and also one of the most competitive” explained Willem Poterman, General Manager of the European Computer Systems Marketing Division.  “With the Satellite 2800 series we have created an affordable, high-performance multimedia notebook that is not only suitable for first-time buyers but also for those looking for a powerful, portable replacement for their old desktop PC.”

The two models are powered by an Intel Mobile Pentium III 700 MHz or 750 MHz processor respectively, and both models come with 64 MB of SDRAM as standard, expandable to 192 MB.  

In addition to the extra power, the new Satellite 2800 notebooks are now easier to use, thanks to the introduction of a multimedia bar near the keyboard, providing users with ‘one-click’ access to the Internet and a familiar set of controls (Play, Stop, Next and Previous) for playing CDs or DVDs in the DVD-ROM drive.  Excellent sound performance is now the norm, thanks to Toshiba’s Bass Enhanced Sound System with an integrated subwoofer, which adds greater depth to CD and DVD playback.  

The entry-level Satellite 2800 boasts a 10 GB S.M.A.R.T. hard disk drive, a 3.5” diskette drive, an 8-speed DVD-ROM drive and a 13.3” TFT active matrix colour display with a top resolution of 1024 x 768 in 16.7m colours.

Its sister machine comes with a 20 GB S.M.A.R.T. hard disk drive, a 3.5” diskette drive, an 8-speed DVD-ROM drive and a massive 14.1” TFT active matrix colour display, ideal for running multimedia applications, design software playing DVD movies and computer games. There is also a bundled TV cable to allow people to connect the notebook easily to the TV for watching movies or playing games. Graphics performance is driven by the integrated S3 Savage IX 64bit AGP graphics accelerator and 8 MB of Video RAM.  

Each notebook features a wide range of connectivity options with the inclusion of parallel, PS/2, external monitor, two USB, headphone, external microphone and TV-out ports. There are also 2 x PC Card Type II or 1 x PC Card Type III expansion slots. 

The Satellite 2800 range comes bundled with Microsoft Windows Millennium, Microsoft Works Suite 2000, Win DVD, McAfee VirusScan, Toshiba’s Hibernation Utility and an online user’s manual. Both machines are covered by an international one-year warranty.
