The Satellite 1690CDT boasts a 600 MHz Intel Mobile Celeron processor, 6 GB S.M.A.R.T hard disk drive, 64 MB SDRAM(expandable to 192 MB) and a 12.1-inch TFT active colour matrix display with a resolution of 800 x 600 with 16.7 million colours.
