The new Equium 3150M builds on the excellent reputation for competitively priced high performance established by its predecessor, the Equium 3100M*. Targeting those businesses that need the latest technology at an aggressive price point, the Equium 3150M also boasts the kind of technical innovation that has made Toshiba the world-wide leader in the mobile computing market.

“The Equium 3150M is one of the best PCs in its class when it comes to price and performance,” commented Willem Poterman, General Manager of the European Computer Systems Marketing Division. “In addition to its attractive pricing, the Equium 3150M boasts the kind of quality and engineering excellence that Toshiba customers expect.”

The Equium 3150M is a mini-tower system, featuring Toshiba’s innovative Easy Access Door that reduces downtime and maintenance by allowing system administrators screw-less access to the hard disk drive and CD/DVD-ROM drive and memory. The addition of colour coding throughout the chassis also helps by depicting which components are removable. 

The Equium 3150M has been designed to bring businesses reliability to their IT infrastructure, no matter what size. Thermal-flow analysis is used during the design process to guarantee the best internal cooling of key components, such as the processor.  During production there is a 100% burn-in test for all units and only fully tested BIOS releases are pre-loaded. 

Innovation and reliability as standard

Poterman adds: “From the concept and design phase through to production and delivery, every aspect of the Equium 3150M has been tailored for reliability and performance. Considering what the Equium 3150M has been through before it ever leaves us, it’s more than capable of excelling and surviving in the modern office.”

The Equium 3150M can be customised to businesses’ specific needs and comes with a choice of Intel Celeron processors, ranging from 633 - 766 MHz. There is 64 MB of SDRAM as standard (expandable to 512 MB) while the S.M.A.R.T. hard disk drives start at 10GB and range up to 30 GB. Each Equium 3150M is equipped with a floppy drive and an optional choice of 48-speed CD-ROM drive or 12-speed DVD-ROM drive for more advanced multimedia applications. In addition, modem riser from Aztech is available. Some key specifications:

Graphics are handled by the integrated Intel 3D processor, which is capable of resolutions of up 1600x 1200 and supports an 85Hz refresh rate on an external monitor. There is also a wide range of built-in expansion and interface options, ranging from two USB ports to spare internal and front-drive bays that ensure the Equium 3150M can grow with businesses’ needs.

Each Equium 3150M comes bundled with a pre-installed version of Windows 98 and Corel Suite 2000, while WinDVD 2000 is also supplied with DVD-ROM equipped models. All systems are supported by a three-year warranty, the first year on-site.
