This means upgrades and routine maintenance can be carried out without having to move the monitor or clearing a desk, greatly reducing the downtime and disruption usually associated with servicing a PC. Another benefit is the introduction of colour coding that indicates which internal components are removable, meaning a significant saving in time and energy for IT staff. 

The 8000D comes with a wide variety of connectivity and expansion options. These include serial, parallel and two USB ports. There are 3 half-length PCI slots, 1 AGP slots, 1 CNR (Communication and Network Riser card) socket and an RJ45 port to support the LAN-on-board functionality.

The Equium 8000D has been designed from the outset to be flexible in the wide choice of specifications and components available. Businesses can choose a system based on Intel’s value-oriented Celeron processors (633 MHz-766 MHz) or the high-performance Intel Pentium III processor (733 MHz-1GHz). Standard memory is 64 MB of SDRAM (expandable to 512 MB) while S.M.A.R.T. hard disk drives range from 10 GB to 30 GB. Each system also comes equipped with a 48-speed CD-ROM or 12-speed DVD-ROM drive, integrated graphics chip, software audio, euro-enabled keyboard and a PS/2 wheel-mouse for convenient scrolling through documents or Web pages.

Two high-speed USB ports allow a wide range of peripherals to be attached to the Equium 8000D while numerous interfaces such as serial, parallel, external monitor and PS/2 mouse/keyboard ports are also available.

All Equium 8000D systems come bundled with a choice of Windows 98, Windows NT or the optional Windows 2000 operating system pre-installed. Also included is Intel’s LANDesk Client Manager, Toshiba utilities and drivers, Corel Suite 2000 and WinDVD 2000 (on DVD-ROM-equipped systems only). Each system is covered by a limited three-year warranty, the first year on-site.
