Toshiba launches new ‘All-in-One’ Satellite Pro 4300 notebook for the Small and Medium Business (SMB) marketplace
NEUSS, Germany, 15 January 2001 - Toshiba Europe today unveiled a new addition to its market leading Satellite Pro 4300 series of notebooks.  The 'all-in-one' newcomer will target small and medium businesses (SMBs) that demand solid and reliable business notebooks at a very affordable price. 

The new Satellite Pro 4300 has been designed to offer smaller businesses the kind of practical notebook solution that perfectly combines good performance and common sense with attractive pricing.  As an ‘All-in-One’ notebook the new model comes with everything a small and medium business needs already built-in.  All-in-one features range from the integrated CD-ROM drive and 3.5” diskette drive to the internal integrated modem for simple Internet and email access. 

“The new Satellite Pro 4300 notebook is not about bells and whistles, it’s about giving smaller businesses the kind of reliable, practical notebook solution that’s going to do the job well, but not cost the earth,” said Willem Poterman, General Manager of the European Computer Systems Marketing Division.  “The ‘All-in-One’ concept of having the CD-ROM drive and 3.5” diskette drive in-built means it’s ready to be used right out of the box and customers don’t need to spend money on optional extras.”

All-in-One Solution

The new model is powered by an Intel Mobile Celeron 650 MHz processor and features 64 MB of SDRAM, a 10 GB S.M.A.R.T. hard disk drive, an integrated CD-ROM drive and a 3.5” diskette drive. The 13.0” DSTN display is capable of getting the most from the latest business applications and is big enough to support high quality, graphics-rich presentations when on the road. 

The machine comes with an integrated V.90 international 56 Kbps data fax modem, an integrated graphics chip with 8MB of Video RAM for smooth handling of graphics and multimedia files and impressive stereo sound via Toshiba’s Enhanced Bass System.  

The full-sized keyboard for easy typing is complemented by the addition of two new buttons to the palm-rest. These can be programmed freely to switch the AccuPoint II to ‘scroll mode’, providing users with the benefit of being able to scroll easily through Web pages, long documents or large spreadsheets. 

Each system also boasts a wide range of connectivity options ranging from serial, parallel, PS/2 mouse/keyboard and USB ports to Fast Infrared Port, external monitor, headphones, microphone, TV Out and RJ 11 modem jack.  Additional expansion is also available via the two Type II PC Card or one Type III PC Card slots.  “Whether the users are office-based, mobile, power-hungry or price conscious, the Satellite Pro 4300 has a suitable solution waiting,” added Poterman. 

There are number of docking options available for the Satellite Pro 4300, which are also compatible with the Satellite Pro 4600. The Port Replicator provides a wide range of extra expansion ports while the CardStation IV offers additional Type II and Type III PC Card slots combined with printer, serial, USB, monitor, mouse/keyboard and microphone port.

The new Satellite Pro 4300 model comes with a choice of Microsoft Windows 98 or Windows NT 4.0/Windows 2000 pre-installed. It also features an online users manual, Toshiba’s Utilities and Drivers software and a one-year international warranty.
