The process of evaluating and implementing a notebook solution in a large organisation is both expensive and time-consuming, which is why the Tecra series has been designed to protect a customer’s initial investment. The new entry level systems, like all Tecra 8100 models, have a guaranteed life cycle of at least 12 months, which gives businesses a powerful notebook solution that will be around long enough for them to plan ahead for their future mobile requirements. This stability is also boosted by the fact that during this time the software image, options and spare parts will remain unchanged. Not only does this make it easier for system administrators to add new Tecra 8100 notebooks down the line but it also makes ongoing management of them a lot easier.  

Reducing TCO

Increased stability and advanced manageability features mean the Tecra series can help businesses reduce their Total Cost of Ownership (TCO). A study of the original Tecra 8000 series by GartnerConsulting found that each notebook could save businesses over $1,000 per year in TCO. 

The new models are powered by Intel Mobile Pentium III processors and come with a choice of memory and display sizes. High performance combined with large hard disk drives of up to 20 GB means they are more than capable of replacing a desktop PC, while the integrated 56 Kbps data/fax modem and networking makes them ideal for busy mobile professionals. 

“These new additions to the Tecra family are workhorse systems, designed for professionals who spend most of their time out of the office, Poterman said. “These professionals want a powerful notebook that gives them all the performance and communications facilities they need to get the job done, without constantly having to check back in at the office.”

Each system comes with Microsoft Windows 98 pre-installed, or a choice of Windows NT 4.0/Windows 2000. A comprehensive three-year warranty supports all models.
